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Water - It's Essential

Many loving, good-hearted pet owners
spend a lot of time and energy making
sure their pet has a healthy diet, considering
brands, comparing labels, debating
moist-versus-dry, and consulting their
veterinarian. In all the hubbub, they
sometimes forget that an ever-present
bowl of clean water may be the most
important part of their pet's diet.

Why is it important?

In pets, as in people, water makes up the
majority of the body about 80 percent. By
allowing substances to dissolve and be
carried through the body, it provides a
basis for nearly all of the processes and
chemical reactions that keep the body
running, including digestion and circulation.
It helps the body to filter out waste, and it
regulates body temperature through evapo-
ration. Dehydration, a lack of water in
the body, can cause serious problems,
including kidney and heart damage.

What should I do?

As vital as water is, it's relatively easy to
provide. Just make sure your pet has a
clean bowl of fresh water at all times. A
general rule of thumb is that most animals
should have about 28 milliliters (or one
fortieth of a liter) of water per pound of
body weight per day. A forty-pound dog
needs about a liter of water every day.
You don't really need to spend time

crunching the numbers, though. Most
healthy animals that have access to
clean water will drink enough to keep
them hydrated.

If you're worried that your pet isn't
drinking enough, or you see signs of
dehydration like depression, sunken
eyes or dry gums, take your little furry
guy to the veterinarian. If your pet's
dehydrated, your veterinarian can give
him intravenous fluids and find out what
caused the problem.

Common pitfalls

Though water seems like a simple
enough subject, a few common problems
can leave pets high and dry:

- The water bowl or water bottle needs
cleaning every day. Bacteria that you can't
see can grow in a bottle or bowl, giving
the water a funny taste and discouraging
your pet from drinking. Even worse,
some kinds of bacteria can make animals
sick. Develop the habit of giving the bowl
a quick scrub with dish soap before you
fill it in the morning. Pocket pets' hanging
water bottles can be particularly hard to
get clean; you may want to buy a long,
narrow scrub brush that can fit through
the bottle's neck and clean the inside.

- Dogs that are left alone for long periods
can easily knock over their water bowls.
Try buying a bowl with a wide, weighted
bottom. You may also want to leave more
than one bowl around the house: one in
the bathroom, for example, and another
in the kitchen.

- Water evaporates faster than you may
realize, particularly on warm days.
Check water bowls a few times a day,
especially in the summer. If your pet's

outside on a very hot day, check the
water every hour.

- You may think you're helping your pet
out by setting out a big bucket filled with
water, but once the bucket's half empty,
he may not be able to get to the water
anymore. Small dogs could even fall in
while drinking. Before you use a water
bucket, make sure your pet's neck is long
enough to allow him to drink from the
bottom of it.

- Dogs that are chained up can easily
wind the chain around a tree, a post, or
even their own legs. With a tangled
chain, they can't get to their water bowl.
If you have to leave your pet chained out-
doors, check him often.

- Lots of dogs see the toilet as a big water
fountain. Keep the toilet lid closed,
because the bacteria in toilet water can
make your pet sick. Even the best of us
can forget to close the lid every once in a
while, though, so don't use drop-in cleaners
that release chemicals into the toilet
bowl. These chemicals may be toxic.

- Just like you, pets need more water
when they're exercising. If you take your
dog out for a long walk or run, bring
along some water for him. Most pet
stores sell light, collapsible travel water
bowls that are easy to carry.

As long as you keep an eye on your pet
and make sure his water is fresh and
plentiful, you shouldn't have a problem.
If you have any concerns about providing
water for your pet, consult your veteri-
narian.

In this installment of Training Bits, Jean
Scherwenka digs deeper into the world of
training dogs for assistance. Although you
may not have a need in your family for a serv-
ice dog, you'll find out that we can train our
companions not only to turn on lights or to
open doors, but to also read posted signs and
to comfort individuals in crisis situations.

A Dog's Brain is a Terrible Thing to
Waste

If you're someone who believes that dogs
have a limited ability to learn, read on
and get ready to blow your mind. Bonnie
Bergin, Ed.D trains dogs to do things we
wouldn't dream possible, and get this-she
isn't a dog trainer. "I came to the dog
world not with a background in animal
behavior, but as an experienced elementary,
secondary, and college-level teacher," says

Bergin. Which no doubt really helps her
teach dogs to read. Yes, read! But first,
some background.

In 1975 Bergin founded Canine
Companions for Independence (CCI), the
first non-profit to train and place service
dogs. After seventeen successful years,
she realized that the ever-growing need
for service far outweighed CCI's ability
to provide them. So she decided to focus
on educating other people to start dog
assistance programs in their own locales.

In 1991 Bergin started Assistance Dog
Institute (ADI), the world's only academ-
ic college awarding both associate and
master's degrees in dog studies. The school's
mission-"Helping Dogs Help People."

Students attend from around the world
to prepare for dog-related careers-training
and placement of service dogs; starting a
similar school in the country or state
where they live; or incorporating dogs
into their existing careers, such as therapy
or counseling. Some come just to study
the fascinating human-canine relationship.

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I recently had the distinct privilege and
pure pleasure of a private tour through
the Assistance Dog Institute. Located in
Santa Rosa, CA, the 7500 square foot
facility includes a lecture hall, lab, training
room, library, fully equipped veterinary
clinic, staff offices, whelping rooms,
puppy petting lounges, and dormitories.
If you visit Northern California, I highly
recommend a tour of this campus, espe-
cially fans of Golden Retrievers and
Labs, ADI's dogs of choice to breed and
train for service.

The Institute offers two accredited
degrees, Associate of Science (AS) and
Master of Science (MS). Each includes
two programs-Human-Canine Life Sciences
and Assistant Dog Education.

The AS programs focus on careers in dog-
related services and products, training
assistance dogs, and placing them with
people who have disabilities. The MS
programs delve more deeply into the
dog's ability to serve people in differing
capacities incorporating legal, historical,
and developmental aspects of human-
canine relationships.

As pet owners, we're not usually training
our dogs for service, but we can gain
worlds of wisdom from ADI's philosophy
and methods. "We are just beginning to
discover what dogs are capable of!" says
Bergin. So, we're back to reading, and
you're probably wondering, "Why would
you want a dog to read in the first place?"

Bergin explains how a visually impaired
person can say "exit," and his literate
guide dog will scan the walls for an exit
sign and lead him to the door. In airports
or shopping malls, the literate dog can
lead its owner to the bathroom. Bergin
trained her own dogs to read posted
signs-water, treat, or pet me-so she'll
understand what they're wanting.
Mostly she just loves teaching them to
read for the thrill of it. "Dogs who can
read are dogs of the future," she claims.

Bergin is always looking for ways to
maximize canine abilities to help people,
and her latest brainstorm involves Napa
Valley's wine industry. The Vine
Mealybug was slowly destroying Sonoma
and Napa County vineyards while grape
growers seemed powerless to stop them.
Expanding on scent training ADI dogs

Just for laughs, what do you get when
you cross a Pointer and Setter? That would
be a Poinsetter, a traditional Christmas
pet. How about a Collie and a Lhasa Apso?
Obviously, that would be a Collapso, a
dog that folds up for easy transport.

Joking aside, many of us with mixed breed
pets don't like to refer to our dogs as "mutts".
For Sue Ann McCotter of Central Bark
Doggy Day Care, coming up with unique
breed names for her dogs started with
Greta, the "Montana Flycatcher".

Greta was adopted from the Montana
Humane Society in 1991 while Sue Ann
was living there. The best guess is that
Greta was a German Shepherd and
Yellow Lab mix. Sue Ann returned to
Wisconsin and attended a Pheasants
Forever Festival, including hunting dog
games which entailed gun fire. Sue Ann
wanted to see what Greta's reaction was
to gun fire since there was little history
on her - she was about 3 years old at
adoption time. Recalls Sue Ann, "Well,
these guys with their pure bred labs
were walking around and looking down
their noses at Greta. One finally asked
what kind of dog she was, in a rather
condescending tone. Thinking about it,
she was from Montana and she liked to
catch flies. So, I replied with total serious-
ness that she was a Montana Flycatcher.
This guy said nothing and went on his
way. But there were others who asked
what she was and would reply that they
had heard of that! Heaven forbid that a
guy not admit that he didn't know some-
thing! After nine years I can count on one
hand the number of people who knew
from the get-go that I was yanking their
chain. The rest apparently think she was
a real breed."

Next came a likely golden retriever and
basset-type hound mix named Toby. He
was from Pennsylvania, so Sue Ann
chose Pennsylvania Dutch Retriever,
knowing it sounded legitimate.

Then along comes Abby, a Golden
Retriever/Greyhound mix. "Her features
are that she has a big deep chest, a very
narrow waist, long legs and she's blond,"
says Sue Ann, "so I settled on Barbie
Chien. Chien is French for dog. So
instead of a Barbie Doll, she's a Barbie
Dog. Chien just makes it sound authentic.

Now for Emma. My guess is that she is a
Beagle/English Pointer mix. She came
from Tennessee and as time has gone on
she has managed to successfully hunt a
squirrel, a mouse, a rat, a rabbit and a
bird. Not wanting to use a state name
again I looked for features in the State of
Tennessee. I found the Cumberland
Valley. Well, if there's a valley there
must be a mountain, so Emma became a
Cumberland Mountain Squirrel Hound.
To me it's as believable as a Nova Scotia
Duck Tolling Retriever." The best part of
all of this, admits Sue Ann, is that "very
few people have questioned me since I
say it with total authority."

Forum will Discuss
Proposed Puppy
Mill Legislation

An upcoming round table discussion
will give Milwaukee citizens and state
law makers an opportunity to exchange
ideas regarding the regulation of
Wisconsin's puppy mills.

The Milwaukee Regional Round Table
on Puppy Mills will be held on Monday,
September 10th at 7:00 p.m. in the
Nathan Hale High School Auditorium,
11601 W. Lincoln Ave. in West Allis.

Milwaukee area humane organizations
will join the non-profit Wisconsin
Puppy Mill Project, Inc. to host the
forum. Eilene Ribbens Rohde,
Executive Director of the Wisconsin
Puppy Mill Project will facilitate the
evening's discussions.

Similar forums, some drawing more
than 300 people, have been held
throughout the state this summer.

"We need to license, regulate and
inspect people who sell pets to families,
to individuals," said Ribbens Rohde.
"This is a business and Wisconsin regu-
lates business."

Several state law makers have
announced plans to draft legislation
regulating puppy mills in Wisconsin.
Recent state-wide media coverage,
including a multi-part exposé broadcast
by Milwaukee's NBC affiliate WTMdJ-4
in April, has helped bring the puppy
mill cause to the attention of the legis-
lature.

A puppy mill is a sub-standard breed-
ing facility where adult dogs are kept
primarily to mass-produce puppies for
sale. Puppy mill dogs are often bred
despite having health or behavior prob-
lems.

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Freestyle Dance:

The Artful
Dog Sport

Have you ever thought about teaching
your dog to dance? Though you may
laugh at the idea, freestyle dog dance is a
serious sport that combines obedience,
tricks, music and costumes to produce dance
routines. Those who partake in it say not
only is it competitive, but it's fun too.

"Freestyle dance combines different vari-
ations of tricks from figure eights to heel
positions and things of that nature," says
Patti Muraczewski, owner of For Pet's
Sake in Mukwonago, which has been
offering freestyle dance classes for the
past 6 years. "Freestyle dance really
builds on obedience and creates a responsive
foundation between the dog and its handler."

Muraczewski began offering classes after
she put a routine together for the State
Fair and soon other instructors at For
Pet's Sake became interested and involved.
"It was just a routine that I loosely put
together, but it was fun and then it just
kind've blossomed from there."

Freestyle dance began in the late 1980's
and is extremely popular on the East and
West Coasts, says Jean Jahnke, president of
Dancers with Woofs, a non-profit group
formed by For Pet's Sake students in
August of 2005. The group, which meets
monthly, does regular demonstrations at
nursing homes, camps and schools and
also makes regular public appearances
at the State Fair. "Our goal is to promote the
artful sport of freestyle dance and we really
focus on charity events," explains Jahnke.

Freestyle dance isn't just all kicks, spins
and pretty outfits, it's a good workout for
the dog and its handler and an even better
bonding experience.

"Just about all dogs can do freestyle
dance," says Muraczewski who is certified
through the Association of Pet Dog
Trainers. "All breeds can participate in
this sport. I've seen Saint Bernards do it.
I've seen little dogs like corgis do it as
well as mixed breeds. Older dogs can do
this sport, dogs with issues can really
benefit from it. It creates a tremendous
bonding experience between the dog and
its handler. I've seen extremely shy dogs
just have that shyness and the world
melt away when they become focused on
their handler during a routine. It also
enhances their abilities. Moves like bows
and figure eights really create good
stretching abilities."

As far as music is concerned, just about
anything goes, except for maybe rap,
laughs Jahnke. "I have used the Black
Eyed Peas in my routine, but we really
try to be cognizant of lyrics when we're
performing," she says. "The dogs respond
to different type of music and seem to
really enjoy it as much as someone in the
audience who starts tapping their toes or
clapping along to the music."

Though costumes are used for performing,
when competing attire on dogs is limited,
says Muraczewski. "Any costumes we use
on the dogs during performances is very
loose. You really don't want to hinder the
dog's movement in anyway or be cruel."

Though freestyle dance has yet to boom into
the Milwaukee dog scene, Muraczewski
says it's just a matter of getting people to
try it. "I don't think enough people really
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know about it yet, and it may not be for
everybody, but people who do get into it
really enjoy it. More people should try it
and discover the creativity about it and
see how much it sharpens the dog's
skills. It's just fun."

"The teamwork you develop with your
dog is invaluable," adds Jahnke. "Plus
it's just plain entertaining."

When our English Springer Spaniel,
Brandy, was a senior citizen, she was
mostly deaf and the only noise she reacted to
was Fourth of July parade drums. Daily,
when we came home, she would remain
sound asleep on the bed. We would jokingly
tell her sleeping repose that we were
burglars come to ransack the house.
However, she would only roust herself
about a half hour later when some scent
awakened her still fine-tuned nose.

At what age is a dog considered a senior
citizen? The general consensus is that
the smaller the dog the later they are
considered seniors. A general rule of
thumb is small dogs could be considered
senior at 9 years old, medium sized dogs
at 8 years and larger dogs at 7 years.

Britt Bosworth, a Certified Vet Technician
at Hartland Animal Hospital, offers sug-
gestions on some things owners can
watch for as their dogs reach the golden
years. These include limping, trouble
getting up or stiffness after exercise.
Weight should also be monitored for obesity,
a concern at any age. Coughing and exercise
intolerance are other items on the watch-
list. Hair loss or increases or decreases in
appetite are additional things to be on
the lookout for in senior dogs.

Trouble getting up or stiffness after exercise
can be a sign of arthritis. Some arthritis
treatments are antioxidant oil supplements,
non-steroidal anti-inflammatory drugs
or even the gentler exercise provided by
aqua-treadmills.

Obesity can occur if your dog is slowing
down and you are giving them the same
amount of food that you always gave
them. Bosworth says, "Their need for certain
proteins and minerals is changing. You
may need to decrease the protein,
decrease sodium, and alter calcium intake.
Your dog may be less active so they'll
need less caloric intake." Consult your
vet for the diet that is best for your dog.

"Coughing, difficulty breathing or exercise
intolerance (not wanting to run and play
as much as they use to) can be signs of
heart disease." according to Bosworth. "A
lot of times the coughing comes when the
dog first gets up in the morning or after
lying down for a while but you can notice
it at any point during the day. There are
certain drugs that we put them on such
as diuretics that control the fluid accu-

mulation. Changing diet, including
changing sodium intake, also helps the
heart contract a little better."

An increase or decrease in your dog's
usual appetite, lethargy or vomiting can be
an indication of liver or kidney disease.
As part of the treatment, Bosworth
states, "We would definitely change their
diet. There are a lot of diets that are
specified to treating liver and kidney
problems that decrease the workload on
those organs."

What can people do now when their dog
is younger to help the geriatric years be
better? Bosworth suggests "Avoid table
scraps - no people food. Diet is really
important. Use a good quality food that
is well-balanced. Provide routine vet
care. Clean teeth. Catch things early.
Lots of exercise is good for a dog's mental
and physical well-being."

As for our Springer, Brandy, in the last
three or so years of her life, she also was
mostly blind except for minimal detection of
some movement. However, it never gave

I have a one year old pure-bred Labrador
retriever that isn't happy unless he's cov-
ered in muck. So, Labrador + muck = a
kitchen floor that looks like a Jackson
Pollack, but not worth as much.

This dog was supposed to be my hus-
band's dog. "I will take care of him! I will
train him! I will spend countless hours
with him!" he said.

Yeah. Sure. Right.

We already had a dog. One that I didn't
have to do anything with, just feed and
let out and not step on.

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The Raw Facts from
Companion Natural
Pet Food

Stacy LaPoint, founder and co-owner of
Companion Natural Pet Food, grew up
with both dogs and cats, and today
enjoys them equally. She likes having
them around. Always wanting the best
for her companions, LaPoint pays close
attention to their diet and how it affects
their overall health. Early on she learned
the difference between a grocery store
brand and a premium pet food.

In March of 2000, LaPoint's beloved
German Shepherd Jade was diagnosed
with Addison's Disease (adrenal gland
failure). To learn how to cope with Jade's
disease and help her live the best possible
life, LaPoint delved more deeply into the
subject of animal nutrition. Research led
her on a journey that dramatically
changed her way of thinking about pet
nutrition, food, health, and longevity.
The journey also changed her life's direction
and gave her and Jade seven more years
of quality time together.

LaPoint's research convinced her that
"the very best" pet food means raw. "It
just makes sense that if you feed yourself
raw fresh whole foods, and you stay
healthy, why would you want to feed
your pet anything less than raw, whole,
fresh foods, minimally processed?" she
asks. "We should give them a species
appropriate diet. It's not new, it's their
diet, and we have thrown their diet by
the wayside for convenience and price."
She claims we've been brainwashed by
the corporate conglomerates into thinking
that dry kibble is the best we can do.

When LaPoint switched her pets from
kibble to raw food, she was amazed at the
results. Conditions she had considered "nor-
mal,"-periodic skin and ear infections,
regular vomiting of food or bile, and
stinky coats-come to find out were not
normal, but were indications of an
improper diet.

The raw food concept is spreading among
pet owners, and although conventional
vets generally are not on board yet, most
holistic vets now recommend raw. "I
have vets contacting me a lot lately,"
says LaPoint. "The already holistic vets
interested in alternative and complemen-
tary modalities, not just the conventional,
but those looking into chiropractic,
acupuncture, herbs, etc." Some of those
vets sell her products. "They're starting
to do their research. The pet food recall
has amplified that."

The recall has also prompted pet owners
to check out ingredient lists in the foods
on store shelves and in vets' offices.
According to LaPoint, ingredients to
watch out for are wheat gluten, rice protein
concentrate, hydrolyzed soy protein, and
fillers like corn and wheat. Also brewers'
rice and beetroot powder, things that are
meant to bulk the stool. "Nutrition training
is an elective in most vet schools," says
LaPoint, and "unless they do the
research on their own time, vets pretty
much go with what the pet food companies
market to them." She also believes that
prescription diets in many cases facilitate
other problems.

To give customers confidence in
Companion's recipes, LaPoint hired a
PhD. Animal Nutritionist from Auburn
University to "help me crunch the numbers,
to make sure everything was there, and

to make sure that the calculations were
appropriate for the labeling-'Complete
and Balanced for all life stages."

Companion offers four recipes specifically
for dogs-chicken, beef, turkey, and duck-
each mixed with a different combination
of vegetables, fruits, apple cider vinegar,
garlic, kelp, and premixed vitamins and
minerals. The cat "entrees" include
chicken, turkey, and beef with their cat-
specific additions. Dogs and cats have
different dietary requirements, and
Companion's choices reflect those specific
needs. However, their fish version is
designed for dogs and cats alike. "Our
ingredients are all human grade, made
in a human grade food processing plant
that makes sausage for grocery stores
around the region," says LaPoint.

All products are frozen and packaged in
plastic tubs. For prices and a list of retailers,
visit www.companionnaturalpetfood.com.
"If you're out of state with no foods
around, or out in the woods of Northern
Wisconsin, we'll ship on dry ice," says
LaPoint. Her dog lovin' business partner,
Co-Owner Bill Conroy handles all distri-
bution through Madison, Milwaukee,
Chicago, and Michigan. He also does the
accounting, purchasing, inventory man-
agement and physical labor. LaPoint
handles all product development, sourcing of
ingredients and equipment, marketing, cus-
tomer service, public education, and
some production.

A few pet owners have told LaPoint and
Conroy, "We'd feed your food, if you had
patties or nuggets." Since moving to a
larger facility, Companion can now pro-
duce those convenience items and single
servings. They can also freeze-dry their
own treats.

There are some dogs in life that touch
your soul and grab your heart. I have
been lucky enough to have such a dog
wiggle and wag his way into my
heart...and even though it ended way too
suddenly, I wouldn't have changed a
minute of the time we shared together.

In August of 2005, I got a call from
Michelle at the Elmbrook Humane
Society asking me to foster a five week
old "boxer mix." He was too young to be
in the shelter and he needed some "growing
up" to do.

When I got to the shelter to meet him, I
found a stunning tiny brindle boy with a
giant personality. I brought him home to
meet my boyfriend, Jamie. Jamie took
one look at him and said "That's a pit
bull." I smiled and said "No, it's a "boxer
mix", the 'air quotes' were included. Ollie
was actually a boxer/American bulldog/pit
bull mix...a Heinz 57 of sorts. We
thought he would be small as an adult,
because he was such a tiny puppy. Boy,
were we wrong. Full grown Ollie was 28"
tall and 68 lbs, a moose or small pony as
Jamie would say.

Ollie settled into our home like that was
where he was meant to be all along. He
loved our cat and played with her tirelessly,

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but never got too rough. He crate trained
in one night and housebroke in 2 weeks.
I couldn't believe that I was blessed with
such a fabulous little foster boy. Ollie
was neutered at seven weeks, which is
an important detail, because that gave
him his signature bark, which was high
pitched and squeaky. Whenever he
would bark, it would always incite
laughter, but you could pick him out of a
crowd by his bark alone.

I failed as a foster mom and officially
adopted him in October of 2005. We
never looked back; he was my partner in
crime. Ollie and I moved 6 times in one
year, but he never stressed or batted an
eye. He would just "pack" his little bags
and trust me. He would settle in where
ever | asked him to.

Ollie and I started as a dog training team
in July of 2006 at Petco. The staff loved
him and he proved to be an amazing
demo dog. He seemed to hang on my
every word, hardly ever taking his eyes
off of me. Even when he would get bored
and lie down stretched out on his side,
one eye would be trained on me.
Sometimes the little smarty pants would
perform maneuvers as I was talking
about them, he was wickedly smart.

In August of 2006, Michelle called again
with a special needs girl named
Lavender that needed some TLC and
special care. I agreed to take her, as long
as Ollie was ok with it. The introduction
at the shelter went fine, so home she
came with us. Three days later, Ollie
tried to drown her in Lake Michigan,
typical move for a big brother I would
say. Ollie and Lavender quickly became
two-peas-in-a-pod and it became obvious
that we couldn't separate them...so, I
failed again as a foster mom.
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The three of us settled in as a family,
both of them went everywhere with me.
Demo's, training classes, parades, walks
in the park...but my "go to" dog was
always Ollie. He could go anywhere and
do anything; he was a confident dog that
enjoyed killing tennis balls now and
then. Plus his stunning brindle coat
attracted tons of attention, especially
from little kids, which was his true
weakness. He was a true ambassador to
the breed, changing minds everywhere
he went.

When I would take the dogs to Lake
Michigan to swim, Ollie didn't care so
much about the water. He would just stand
on shore and chew a tennis ball, but if he
lost the ball and it rolled into the water,
he would yell in that squeaky high
pitched bark until you went and got it for
him. Occasionally he would swim, but he
mainly preferred to stay on the beach.

In May of 2007, Ollie, Lavender and I
moved back in with Jamie. Again, Ollie
moved easily and settled right back in. I
could tell that he was glad to be back
where he started with "Dad."

June rolled around and we plunged into
summer with trips to the beach and the
park. We had no idea that half way into
June our lives would change forever. On
June 11th Ollie had a bad piece of food
and developed a bit of food poisoning.
The vets and I figured with some fluids,
ant-nausea meds and rest he would turn
right around. Unfortunately, it quickly
snowballed into Pancretitis and he spent
3 days at the emergency vet. We finally
got discharged on a Friday evening,
which I didn't have a good feeling about
it. On Saturday morning, we were back
on the downhill slide and a decision had
to be made. With a tears streaming down
our faces, Jamie and I drove Ollie to our
vet, Silver Spring Animal Wellness
Center, for one last visit.

It was the longest 15 minute drive of my
life and the entire morning seemed to
last forever. A week prior, I had a lively
playful young dog and now he was gone.
Making the decision to let him go did not
come easily, but as soon as it was made,
I knew it was right. I knew that with
Jamie, we could endure the pain his loss
would cause because neither of us could
watch him suffer and deteriorate before
our eyes.



My two year old boy was gone much too
soon, but the lessons he taught me are
invaluable and are imprinted on my
heart. He changed many minds about
the "bad pit bulls" reputation and that .
alone is enough to have made his short

life extremely meaningful. His work here Camp Llst
was done.

Wanted for LTR, must be intelligent,
energetic, independent yet friendly and
family orientated, for frequent jogs on the
beach, Frisbee, and games of fetch.

Sound like an ad you'd reply to? Well
then, do I have a couple of dogs for you.
Both the German Shorthaired and
Wirehaired Pointers fit the bill. And no they
are NOT a short and longhaired version
of the same dog. That would be like saying a
Golden Retriever is just a longhaired
Labrador. Like most dogs of similar heritage
both the German Shorthaired, or GSP,
and the German Wirehaired, GWP, have

many similar traits.

To understand a dog, it helps to understand
his history. Both the GSP and GWP have
their origins, not surprisingly, in
Germany, with the GSP preceding the
GWP. In fact it's believed that the
Wirehaired was created from a combination
of dogs including the Shorthaired, so
while not the same dog it's safe to say
they're barking up the same family tree.
Both were bred for versatile hunting,
from bird dogging to scent hounds and
rabbit hunting to larger game these dogs
can do it all, making them still incredibly
popular with hunters today.

Hunter husbands is what lead both Lisa
Rossman of the WI German Shorthaired
Pointer Rescue and the cover pup's mom
Casandra Ruben to the breed. Lisa's
involvement with the rescue began while
searching for a second GSP. "I went to
the rescue and she had all these crates
lined up in the mudroom, and I said it
looks like you need help," Lisa said of her
first rescue encounter. The rescue has
placed over thirty dogs already this year
and Lisa had even picked up another dog
a couple hours before we spoke.

While Casandra can't think of anything
but pointers now, it wasn't always that
way. "The arrangement was we were
going to get two dogs, a pointer for my
husband to go bird hunting and then

later a small dog for me." After her first
GSP, Casandra was hooked, and recently
added 4-month-old Addie to join their 6-
year-old Hailey. "I will never own a dif-
ferent breed."

One of the qualities that Casandra loves
most about them that other families may
find hard to deal with is their energy
level. What makes them such good
hunters, their enthusiasm, endurance
and intelligence, means that they will
not be happy languishing around on the
couch. Without a proper outlet, they'll
look for their own means of entertainment,
which translates from the
doggy world into barking, dig-
ging, destroying, and some-
times escaping. They have been
known to escape from four foot
fences.

But for the active owner these
dogs know how to have a good
time. "They're always game"
said Casandra "They love run-
ning, fetching, and swimming."
While known for their excellent
hunting abilities, Lisa points
out that they also excel in many
other areas for us non-hunting
types. "They are excellent at
agility, search and rescue, ski-
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jorning, and dog sledding. We've
also adopted dogs to a couple of
marathon runners. They just need
to be kept busy."

Don't think all the exercise pre-
vents snuggle time as both breeds
are great family pets. They enjoy
children; although young pups
should be watched with tiny tots as
sometimes they can be a little over-
ly rambunctious. Got another dog?
The more the merrier for most
GSPs and GSPs. Although, as with
any breed, some are more dog-
friendly than others. Got a cat or
other small pet? OK, that could be a
problem. Did I mention they are
both really good hunters? Often
pups that are raised with cats and
other small animals will recognize
them as part of the pack, although
realize that the wild rabbit or
neighbor's cat might not get such special-
ized status. Also, rescues look for the cat
friendliness of their adoptable and pro-
vide potential owners with more infor-
mation.

Those same excellent hunting traits can
also make them a bit of a challenge to
train, especially to the novice dog owner.
It's not that they're unwilling to please,
they just can have a bit of a focus problem,
as in focusing on what you want them to
do, not with how interesting the rest of
the world is. Also, as a hunting dog, they




often need to do their job out of their
owner's sight, making them independent
thinkers. Without proper training, inde-
pendent, intelligent and active are qualities
that can get a dog in trouble. In fact, 'hit
by car' is the most common cause of
death for the GSP. When asked what
was the most common cause of pointers
ending up at a rescue, Lisa replied, "We
don't know. The majority are strays. We
get a lot during hunting season; hunters
lose their dogs in the woods and then
don't look for them."

Both dogs do shed, as the German
Shorthaired Pointer Club of America
website puts it, they have "dark hair to
get on the light stuff and white hair to
get on the dark stuff" Both are generally
healthy breeds, but as with all floppy ear
dogs, especially those prone to water
encounters, regular cleanings and monitor-
ing to prevent infections are necessary.
Anywhere from 21-26" and 40-77 pounds
with the Wirehaired being slightly larger
the their cousins, these highly active
guys can require a bit more food then their
canine counterparts of a similar size.

When asked what one thing they wanted
people to know about the breed they love
so much, both Lisa and Casandra had
the same sentiment, "They make excellent
family pets." Think a pointer is perfect
for your pack? You can check out the
German Shorthaired Pointer of America
Club for more information and breeder
listings, www.gspca.org, or the Wirehaired
Club at www.gwpca.com. Or you can
check with the many rescues that des-
perately need to place pups. At the end of
our conversation, Lisa lamented about

how many dogs there were that needed
homes and she eagerly asked, "Would
you like to take a Pointer?"

learn for other purposes, Bergin
researched and found that a female
Mealybug emits a pheromone to attract a
mate. Aha! Armed with this knowledge,
a grant from the Grape Growers
Association, and Bergin's unfailing confi-
dence in dogs' ability to learn, ADI devel-
oped their Vine Mealybug Project.

A dog's training for this project begins
with an introduction to the Mealybug
pheromone scent before the pup's eyes
are even open, an imprint that signals
"Important" to the growing dog. The
"sniffer dog" is then matched with a life
partner. "Dogs work for people they
love," Bergin explains. "An inconsistent
partner doesn't develop the commitment
a dog needs, and it might start thinking,
T kinda' like you, and I'll search for
awhile, but that rabbit over there looks
more exciting." An on-task dog sniffs out
the affected grapevine for removal. "Our
long time goal [with
this project] is to

dogs are transported daily to schools and
juvenile centers throughout the state,
and at-risk teens learn to train service
dogs. According to Cheryl Brighting,
ADI's Community and Public Relations
Assistant, "They're finding they can
learn, that it feels good and gives them a
sense of value they can give back. It
changes their lives." The teens learn to
train without using harsh language or
physical methods, "and this translates
into other parts of their lives."
